Writing in EYFS at Victoria Road 
Vocabulary in the environment is a priority for developing writing in EYFS at Victoria Road.   In EYFS, writing and mark-making is achieved through access to a wide range of writing tools and mediums, such as chalk, sand, paintbrushes and pencils, supported by research on gross and fine motor skills. This is developed through adult led and continuous provision opportunities. Writing opportunities are in every area, funky fingers always accessible in environment. Opportunities for gross and fine motor skill development are in the environment at all times. As children move into YR this continues but they begin to learn how to form letters correctly, spell words by identifying and writing the sounds to write short sentences which they can read back, ensuring they are ready for Y1.  We promote high levels of oracy through blank level questioning and developing the depth and breadth of vocabulary. 
In Foundation children complete a daily morning write and we have daily RWINC sessions.    We have 4 literacy lessons per week as well a big write and an independent write.
